The mythological images of sutartines are evident in other folk hymn genres which were adopted by folk Christian cult.
For example the chants for Saint George who slays the dragon which are found in the territories of Lithuania and Belarus inherited
the same mythologemes as the «Didysis Dievaitis» (the Great God) who was mentioned in XVIth. century. He preserves celibacy,
although he holds the keys to unlock the female Earth, to ensure fertility (weave the crowns/release waters and pick the rose),
sometimes the Saint Peter is the holder of the keys to the afterlife: possibly the motive of keys show the links to earlier burial
ceremonies and sacrifictions. The mythological rose symbolizing fertility could be linked with early medieval heraldry of GDL in the
context of Apollo/Polemon — Lithuanian ancestor arriving from Pontus with his comrades-in-arms, the knight (vytis/gynéjas/pagonia)
in the Grand Duchy heraldry was associated with Centaurus. This image could be reflected in Russian bylinas as two sons/princes or
twins vitniks of Lithuanian king [10]. Some other sutartinés cycles mention the goat which is sent to ask for the waters and slain
while the slayers — community members dance changing their images and gender roles (dancing as ancestors or strangers,
foreigners), possibly the priests ruling the ceremonies (like twinned Tulissones and Ligaschones) could have their own dances. This
shows that these specific cycles could be performed with the carnival masks in the past and the sutartinés could be the genre used in
archaic shamanistic rituals which currently are extinct: such as honoring heroes, gods, sacrificing animals, performing wedding and
initiations, cremating or burying aristocracy/people. These rituals probably were still alive in the official GDL state aristocracy life
until the end of the reign of Grand Duke Vytautas and maturity of feudalism, still remembered in XVIth century by chroniclers.
