Abstract. The reporticonsiders the specifics of monument science in relation to the
preservation ofsNatural Heritage. The formation of monumentology in Europe is at-
tributed to the Age of Enlightenment (J. ]. Winckelmann's work). In the XIX c. stands out
as a scientifie direction «Archaeological Monumentology» (works of J. E. Wocel). Since
the second halfiof the XX c., developments on the preservation of natural heritage sites
in the'Natural Landscape have been intensively developing. New forms of conservation
such as’«geoparks» are considered. The role of researchers (A. Maran Stevanovi¢) in the
development of the categorical apparatus of Natural Scientific Monumentology is
shown. In science, it is proposed to take out of Natural Science Monumentology at the
junction of natural science, humanities (social) and technical sciences. The object of
Natural Science Monumentology are immovable objects of Natural Heritage and rare
populations of flora and fauna. The subject is the conservation of Natural Heritage.
