I. «21st Century Educational Reform
through academic diagnosis and prescription.

This will be
supplemented by software and video compo-
nents that become the teacher, chalkboard, and
textbook in aone onone pupil teacher interactive
mode. Each child has interactive tecnology that
takes him via the subject for a visual analysis of
details, visual display, and explanation for thor-
ough learning experience, immediate feedback,
and exam through computer software designed
to enhance the learning process, measure real
learning progress, and protect the child from
cheating himself out of learning by required
repeat of questionable results. Built in safety
nets are repetitious complements of text presen-
tation from video and computer resources,
learning activities, check-ups, reviews, self test,
and final unit monitored examinations. In a
conventional classroom, time is the constant and
learning is the variable. Global Educational
Reform makes learning the constant and time the
variable.
